Report on the proceedings of the PCC for 2023
The PCC held meetings on 24 January, 18 April, 31 July, 3 November and attendance overall was good.   The Annual Meeting of Parishioners for the election of Churchwardens took place on 22 April and the Annual Parochial Church Meeting took place on 28 May.     
Services continued without interruption throughout the year.    There were seven services of Holy Communion led by the Rector and twelve services of Morning Prayer led by the Lay Reader, Nicholas Cowen and Authorised Worship Assistants from Reedham and Freethorpe.
Two funerals were held in 2023, two interments of ashes but no weddings or baptisms.
Throughout 2023 the PCC has complied in all respects with the House of Bishops’ guidance on Safeguarding as required by s5 of the Safeguarding and Clergy Discipline Measure 2016.

Treasurer’s Report for 2023
General Funds  The incredible opening balance of £7,880.65, partly due to income from the celebrations for the late Queen Elizabeth II’s Platinum Jubilee, gave the PCC great peace of mind that finances for 2023 would prove to be quite healthy despite a considerable increase in the Parish Share from 2022.   Income from Sunday cash receipts more or less matched that of 2022 but gift aided Sunday collections were much higher.   There were no collections from weddings or funerals and weekday services receipts were much lower as the benefice carol service was not held at All Saints as in 2022.   Planned giving and tax refunds on gift aid just about matched 2022 whereas fundraising income for 2023 amounted to £1,462, down from £2,866 in 2022.   Again, the jubilee celebrations accounted for more than a third of this plus a celidh in 2022 which was not held in 2023.   Income from fees was over £500 lower but the funds received from the Norfolk Churches Cycle ride was well above that of 2022.
On the payments side, the PCC was very pleased to meet the full parish share of £5,216.   The increase in insurance premium through Trinitas was lower than the initial quotation received after a good reduction was negotiated.   A quote from Ecclesiastical Insurance came back £500 more than the original figure from Trinitas!  Electricity bills were much higher in 2023 due to the knock on effect the cost of living crisis.   However, this was tempered by a one-off grant from the government of £250.   The figure for churchyard maintenance in 2023 is slightly distorted owing to the 2022 bill not being received until the early part of this year.   
Taking into consideration transfers from general funds to the Roof Appeal and Charity funds, a new expense of paying for the accounts to be professionally checked and the exceptional fundraising income in 2022, receipts and payments for 2023 more or less broke even.   Our track record is maintained!
Restoration (Fabric) Fund  There was no movement of funds other than a small amount of interest of £10.80 for 2023.
Organ Fund  The Organ Fund balance remained at zero throughout 2023.
Roof Appeal  The Appeal remains open and received £160 in donations, £131.50 in tax on gift aid reclaimed and £113.73 in interest (thanks to interest rates rising due to the cost of living crisis).
Emergency Fund   The fund received £19.68 interest.
Churchyard Fund  The balance remained at zero for 2023.

Moulton St Mary Churchyard Fund

The highlight of the year was holding the Remembrance Sunday Service around the newly renovated war memorial.  Thanks to Beighton and Moulton St Mary Parish Council for funding the renovation work.

Maintaining the churchyard during 2023 was very difficult.  The first cut was delayed at the request of The Churches Conservation Trust.  This was in connection with the grant funding from DEFRA and linked to a survey being carried out by The Norfolk Wildlife Trust.  
Sadly, with the wet conditions, the churchyard became very overgrown.  It was impossible to get it back under control until November, when the growing season slowed.  A considerable amount of money was spent on tackling the problem.  
Unfortunately, no sign of any grant funding to improve access through the churchyard has materialised.

However, with the NWT survey completed, it may be possible to approach Bure Valley Conservation Group again to see if they are able to assist at least once during the year.  
In addition, the possibility of the front path being repaired is being considered by local volunteers from the village.

The Churches Conservation Trust continues to maintain the lovely little church of St Marys.  
Special thanks must once again be given to Mr & Mrs Tubby who regularly check, clean and decorate the church.

Fabric Officer’s Report 2023
As in 2022, there has been little happening on the fabric of the church.   However, there is still a need to improve the rainwater goods and drains to cope with the more intense amounts of rainfall (including replacing the Tower water spouts), stripping and relaying the South Aisle roof plus problems with the Chancel East wall.   The latter possibly being due to the roof sagging and water ingress from a gap in the parapet coping stones on the North slope.   There are also repairs needed to the damaged plaster in the Chancel along with redecoration.   A number of the windows require repairs and re-leading including repairs to some stonework.   The flint facing on the South Aisle also requires attention where it is showing signs of bulging, including on the Porch.   Some of the timber flooring also needs repairs, especially in the North Aisle.   
To this end a meeting was held with Nicholas Warns, the architect, at the end of November for a post-quinquennial report discussion on what needed doing and what, if anything, could be done in the short-term.   He also invited Terry Devlin of Devlin Plummer Stained Glass Ltd to get an updated view on the state of the windows.   Mr Warns’ estimated cost breakdown made for eye-watering reading with a balance of £299,011 and that was without the figures from Devlin Plummer...    

The goods and ornaments remain intact with all valuables being stored off site for security purposes.
