Report on the proceedings of the PCC for 2025
The PCC held meetings on 7 February, 11 April, 25 July, 17 October and attendance overall was good.   The Annual Meeting of Parishioners for the election of Churchwardens took place on 3 May and the Annual Parochial Church Meeting took place on 11 May.     
Services continued without interruption throughout the year.    There were eight services of Holy Communion led by the Rector and twelve services of Morning Prayer led by the Authorised Worship Assistants from Reedham and Freethorpe 
There were no weddings or baptisms but three funerals were held in March, August and December.

Treasurer’s Report for 2025
General Funds
The opening balance for 2025 was somewhat lower than in previous years at £3,828.91.  Receipts totalling £9,785  were almost matched by payments of £9798.62 resulting in an overspend of £13.55.  Sunday collections, cash and gift aided, were well up on 2024. Donations from visitors, Drop-in cafes/Strawberry Teas and gift-aided amounts totalled £2,071 which was well up on the figure for 2024 of £1,186.  There was a substantial increase in fees, sadly from funerals rather than the happier occasions of weddings.  A one-off grant of £698 for VAT reclaimed was used to reimburse general funds against payment of architect’s fees in 2024.
On the payments side, the amount paid towards the benefice share agreed contribution of £5,987 was £4,700 plus £27.34 received direct to the diocesan account.  It is certainly getting harded each year to meet the total agreed at the benefice treasurers’ meeting.  Insurance costs were only slightly increased due to a bit of negotiating.  Electricity costs of £397 were lower than 2024, possibly due to the number of services but also an extremely warm spring and summer.  Churchyard maintenance shows a large increase due to the inclusion of a deposit for the new churchyard noticeboard but this was covered by the legacy from Tess Trueman which was ring fenced towards the cost of £792 (the balance being paid in 2026).  
All of which left a closing balance of £4,944.36 to start 2026 with.

Restoration (Fabric) Fund  
The opening balance of £260.68 was transferred to the Roof Appeal & Grants Fund to make account simpler.
Roof Appeal  & Grants
As well as the addition of the Fabric Fund mentioned above, the fund increased by £948 from interest, gift aid reclaim, fundraising and donations.  Only the St George’s Ceilidh event in April generated actual fundraising.  

Emergency Fund   
A small amount of interest at £18.63 added to the fund.

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Moulton St Mary Churchyard Fund

Sadly, we began 2025 with the devastating news that Jerry Sinclair, a very valued member of The Bure Valley Conservation Group and a keen supporter of Moulton St Mary Churchyard had died at Christmas. The impact this had on the Churchyard and those of us trying to maintain it cannot be under estimated.

As a result, the churchyard only received one cut throughout the year, but this was carried out by Karl Jermy a scyther trading as Mo’ & Meadow. He did a fantastic job despite the amount of vegetation. A small team of volunteers were then able to rake the area to ensure it was clear.

We were delighted that some of the yellow rattle seeds planted in the previous Autumn had started to appear.

As our work in the churchyard continues and following the clearance of the overhanging sycamore trees a few years back, the snowdrops are beginning to spread into other areas of the churchyard. They continue to put on a delightful show in early spring which encourages visitors to the church and we have now noticed more daffodils and primroses popping up to follow them.

To enable us to continue appropriate work in the churchyard we have arranged a meeting with a representative from Norfolk Wildlife Trust in early 2026 to assist with information regarding regular maintenance and possible introduction of wild flower seed. 

As costs continue to rise we have recognised that additional fund raising is likely to be needed. Consequently, the possibility of a Flower Festival and concert in the church has been discussed, although still to be finalised. 

The Churches Conservation Trust thankfully continues to maintain the lovely little church of St Marys and we are pleased to report that it attracts a steady number of visitors from across the globe each year. 

Special thanks must once again be given to Mr & Mrs Tubby who regularly check and decorate the church.

Fabric Officer’s Report 2025
Six years on from the major restoration project to repair, rethatch and improve All Saints Church, there remains a number of issues still requiring attention as identified in the quinquennial inspection dated 5 July 2021.  These mainly relate to the Chancel east wall, stained glass windows and flint facing to the south Aisle wall.  
Unfortunately, due to time constraints little progress has been made on an application to the National Lottery Heritage Fund.  In November’s Budget, the Government announced there would be a cap of £25,000 per project placed on the Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme pending review of it continuing beyond 31 March 2026.  (Then came the devastating blow in January 2026 that the Chancellor would be ending the scheme which enabled us to claim back £50,000 in VAT spent on the restoration and improvements completed in 2020.  The Places of Worship Renewal Fund will be set up instead and will be 

run as a competitive grants scheme.)
All goods and ornaments remain intact with all valuables being stored off site for security purposes.
